“Win32/Agent”. The category is the trojan horse. The malware tries to give various influences, such as the
reduction of the performance, the damage to a data and the alteration of a data, to an infected computer.

The Center’s security software had been blocking the detected malware but please check your security software
(latest virus definition, not too old software) in your PC if you have a private PC which needs to protect a
malware by yourself. Then, if you worry the information infrastructure regarding the information security, please
contact the information processing office.
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At least, PLEASE check the following prevention measures.
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1. Create "Autorun.inf" folder on the top of vour removable media.
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A lot of malware tries to overwrite “Autorun.inf” file on the top of a removable media because Windows OS
automatically carries out a program by loading “Autorun.inf” setting when the media inserts to a PC. b
Therefore, the malware is lurked into a hidden area and it tries to act by loading “Autorun.inf” file. A simple
malware is failure the overwriting of “Autorun.inf” file if “Autorun.inf” folder exists. This is a
small-scale security prevention measure, but please cooperate for reducing the infection to removable
medias.
